Free entry. Cutting-edge contemporary art since 1901. Picasso's Guernica premiered here. Beautiful Arts & Crafts
building.

59 Brick Lane, E1 6QL

Huguenot church (1743) - Methodist chapel —» synagogue - mosque (1976). Four faiths, one building. Living history.




The Layers

Huguenot weavers, Jewish tailors, Bengali garment workers. Four centuries, one story.




1680s—-1800s: The Silk Weavers

French Protestant refugees fleeing religious persecution brought silk weaving expertise. Master weavers built beautiful
Georgian terraces on Fournier Street, Princelet Street, Wilkes Street. Their tall windows let in light for fine silk work. The
industry boomed — Spitalfields silk clothed royalty across Europe.

1880s—-1950s: The Tailors

Eastern European Jewish refugees replaced the Huguenots. Synagogues filled the weaving houses. Tailoring, furniture
making, boot making flourished. By 1900, this was London's most densely Jewish area. The Brick Lane mosque? It was
the Spitalfields Great Synagogue.

1970s—Now: The Garment Workers

Bangladeshis arrived for textile work, carrying on the tradition. The 1978 murder of Altab Ali galvanized the community.
Brick Lane became Banglatown. Today, 40% of Whitechapel is Bangladeshi. The same skills, different hands, same
streets.

? The Constant
Silk, leather, cotton, polyester. For 350 years, fabric has been this area's lifeblood. Different communities, same craft.
The 'Weaver Line' (Overground) honors this unbroken thread of textile heritage through time.




WEEKDAYS

City meets East End

Morning: City workers grab coffee at Spitalfields. Lunchtime: Whitechapel High Street bustles with traders, office
workers, locals. Bengali shops, halal butchers, sari stores operate alongside coffee chains. Evening: Curry houses fill,
galleries open late, the City empties but the neighbourhood stays alive.

VEEKENDS
Market madness

Saturday: Old Spitalfields Market heaves with vintage hunters. Sunday: Brick Lane becomes a carnival — market
stalls, street food, fashion, art, chaos. Columbia Road Flower Market (Sunday morning) draws crowds from across
London. It's loud, packed, brilliant.

VWHO LI VES HERE
The real East End

40% Bangladeshi, making this Europe's largest Bengali community outside Bangladesh. Also: City workers who want
authenticity, artists priced out of Shoreditch, families who've been here for generations. Fournier Street: hedge funders.
Fieldgate Street: Bengali grocers. They coexist.

THE TRUTH
Not Instagram-ready

This isn't polished. Whitechapel Road is traffic and litter and 24-hour bagel shops and betting shops and a massive
mosque. Spitalfields has boutiques and Victorian terraces and Michelin stars, but turn a corner and you're in tower
blocks and chicken shops. It's layered, messy, real.

Aldgate East
District / Hammersmith & City

5-min walk south. Your main District/H&C connection. Zone 1.

Liverpool Street
Central/Circle/Elizabeth/Overground

10-min walk. The big interchange. Elizabeth Line is a game-changer.

Whitechapel
District/H&C/Elizabeth/Overground

Redeveloped. Elizabeth Line splits here — east to Canary Wharf or Abbey Wood.

m GETTING AROUND

Very walkable. Flat, compact, everything's close. Brick Lane to Liverpool Street is 10 minutes.
Cycling is popular; dedicated lanes on major roads.
Car? Not worth it. Parking is restricted (CPZ), permits expensive, spaces rare. Most locals don't bother.




Best Streets & Where to Live

Perfect Georgian terraces built by Huguenot silk weavers. Grade | listed. Hedge funders and history buffs. Expensive,
beautiful, quiet. You're 5 minutes from everything but feel like you're in 1720.

Brick Lane

This is where it happens. Curry houses, vintage shops, street art, markets. Noisy, chaotic, brilliant. Live above a restaurant
and you'll smell curry 24/7. Tourists on Sunday. Real on Tuesday.

Commercial Street

Runs north-south through everything. Christ Church Spitalfields at one end, Aldgate East at the other. St John Bread & Wine,
Spitalfields Market, traffic. Central but not peaceful.

Hanbury Street

Where the garment industry still lives. Small factories, Bengali-owned businesses. Less gentrified than Brick Lane. More
authenticity, less Instagram. Jack the Ripper's second victim was found here.

Whitechapel Road

Busy, urban, diverse. Whitechapel Gallery, East London Mosque, Royal London Hospital. Not charming. Very real. Bengali
script on shop signs, 24-hour bagel bakeries, constant traffic.

Princelet Street

Tiny street off Brick Lane. Grade Il listed weavers' houses. Quiet, residential, hidden. Princelet Street Synagogue (now a
museum) tells the whole immigration story in one building.




The Character

Layered history: Huguenot weavers, Jewish refugees,
Bengali community. Victorian terraces meet City towers.
Brick Lane is Bengali London. Fournier Street is
architectural perfection. Whitechapel is real, resilient,
diverse.

What Sets It Apart

Authenticity. No manufactured cool. Genuine
communities, family businesses spanning generations,
English spoken with Sylheti echoes. This is the East End
that artists write about. Monica Ali's 'Brick Lane' captured
it. The reality is better.

Food Culture

Where British-Bangladeshi cuisine was born. Brick Lane
curry houses are legendary. But also: 24-hour bagel
bakeries (Beigel Bake), Tamil cafes, Vietnamese pho,
Turkish mangal. Genuinely multicultural. Halal butchers,
kosher bakeries, Polish delis.

The Reality

Not cheap anymore. Studios from £1,400/month, 1-beds
from £1,800. Gentrification is real but community still
strong. Sunday markets, Bengali weddings, Friday
prayers, Yiddish theatre memories — all coexist. Tower
blocks and terraces. Rough edges and Michelin stars.
